The yearbook
staff must complete yearbook pages each month in order for the yearbook to be printed
and shipped in time for Field Day. All students -- especially seniors -- would be very
disappointed not to receive their yearbooks at the end of May. Please, meet the
November 16th deadline for the senior picture and paragraph. We don’t want your
child’s picture to be missing from his or her senior yearbook!

You might also like to purchase a senior ad. Information about how to make this
optional senior ad is attached. Making a senior ad is fun as you look back over years of
photographs and choose those special ones for your ad. Having made several myself, I
also know that it can be very time consuming and emotional.
